3) Those who give a valid language certificate from the language exams whose equivalence is accepted by the Higher Education Council, provided that the validity period is not specified on the exam document, provided that it is not older than 5 years

- TOEFL (IBT): 84 and above

- PTE (Academic): 71 and above

- YDS / e-YDS / YÖKDİL/e-YOKDİL: 70 and above

- CPE: C and above

- CAE: B and above
4) Those who submit a document stating that they have completed their education in 100% English among the graduate students who applied to our institute within 3 (three) academic years from the graduation of the undergraduate and graduate programs of higher education institutions that provide 100% English education, (For example: 2019/2020-2020/2021-2021/2022 for candidates applying for the 2022/2023 academic year, )
5) Those who give documents to our Institute that the undergraduate student candidates coming from the undergraduate programs of Higher Education institutions that provide education in 100% English have completed their education in 100% English,
6) The validity period of the English proficiency exam and final exams held by the School of Foreign Languages is 3 years.
INFORMATION NOTE
Undergraduate students who cannot prove their English proficiency must enrol in the English Preparatory Program.

Graduate students, on the other hand, enrol in the preparatory program, if there is a preparatory program within the application condition of the program they are accepted to.
